English 10 CORE Syllabus

Course Description:

Students enrolled in English 10 CORE will read and analyze fiction and non-fiction through novels, a play, Achieve readings, and a choice nonfiction piece.    Students’ understanding of fiction and nonfiction pieces will be assessed by quizzes, tests, and various writing assignments which include the following skills:  Cornell notetaking, analytical paragraph writing, literary analysis writing, and research writing.  Students will also be assessed on appropriate citations of resources in APA format.  Students will be reading a choice piece which ties to a related social studies class topic.  They will use this nonfiction piece as part of a major research assignment in which they will also read primary source documents related to their historical topic.

In addition, students are responsible for completing two articles and comprehension quizzes on Achieve 3000 each week.

Students will also give at least 4 oral presentations which can include but are not limited to autobiographical, informative, persuasive, and impromptu pieces.  Students will be assessed on their delivery skills and their research content (outline) for each speech.

Student will also improve their grammar skills through practice, quizzes, tests, and writing assignments.

Grading Policy:
